90 years ago, on 2 August 1933, H.E. Mr.
Alexandros Zaimis, President of the
Hellenic Republic, wrote to Her Royal
Highness Grand Duchess Charlotte to
request the accreditation of H.E. Mr.
Nikolaos Politis as the first Ambassador
of Greece to Luxembourg. Mr. Politis
went on to hand over his letters of
accreditation to Her Royal Highness on
13 December 1933, marking the formal
beginning of the diplomatic relations
between Greece and Luxembourg.

30 years ago, in 1993, the opening of the
resident Embassy of Luxembourg in
Athens marked an important step after
the nomination, in previous years, of an
honorary Consul of Luxembourg seated
in Neo Psychiko, Athens. The first
resident Ambassador of Luxembourg to
the Hellenic Republic was H.E. Mr. Jean
Dondelinger, who was accredited on 16
June 1993 through a letter of credence
from His Royal Highness Grand Duke
Jean to the President of the Hellenic
Republic H.E. Mr. Konstantinos
Karamanlis. The Embassy first opened on
Skoufa Street in 1993 before moving to
its current location on Vasilissis Sofias
Avenue in 2003, in the heart of Athens.

People

About 4,300 Greek citizens have chosen
Luxembourg as their home, many of
them working in one of the European
and international institutions that have
their seat in our country. About 60
Luxembourg citizens are registered at
the Embassy as having their permanent
residence in Greece.

Greece is also a very popular touristic
destination for travelers from
Luxembourg with about 150,000 visits
per year. An average of 3,000 Greek
citizens visit Luxembourg yearly for
leisure and business.

Culture

Artists from both countries perform their
art in Luxembourg and Greece every
year. In January this year, the city of
Esch-sur-Alzette in Luxembourg handed
over to Elefsina as one of the three
European Capitals of Culture of 2023
during a touching ceremony at the
Acropolis Museum.

The bond between the Luxembourgish
and the Greek people has led to the
creation of several active friendship
associations by citizens both in
Luxembourg and in Greece, the oldest of
which was created in 1952 by
Luxembourgish philhellenes. These
organizations are the Friends of Greece,
the Friends of Luxembourg in Crete, the
Greek Theater Society of Luxembourg,
the Hellenic Community of Luxembourg
and the Hellenic Culture and Dance Club.
